Waivers/Permissions:
1. Field Trips – Field trips are only taken with parents help.  Each parent is responsible for getting their child to the location of the field trip and is responsible for their child during the duration of the field trip.  
Payment Policies
2. Tuition – Tuition is due by the first day of each month.  Make checks payable to Garner United Methodist Preschool (GUMP).    Tuitions paid after the 5th of the month will be charged $5.00 for every day late after the 5th.   

3. The tuition for                                          
2-day classes is $125.00/mon.                   3-day classes are $155.00/mon.               
5-day classes are $230.00/mon.            
This is a monthly average and is the same each month regardless of holidays or days absent.  
4. Insufficient Funds – If my check is returned due to insufficient funds, immediate payment is required to keep my child’s account up to date.  I understand that I will be charged $25 for each returned check.  For the remainder of the year I will need to send cash, money order or a certified check for remainder of payments.
5. Cancellations – I understand that if I must withdraw my child from preschool I must give a 30 day notice in writing.
6. Refunds – I understand that non-attendance does not entitle me to a refund.  I understand that no refunds or adjustments are granted for illness, vacation, or when GUMP is cancelled due to inclement weather. 
7. Hours of operation – Hours of operation are 9:20am to 1:15pm daily. Please pick your child up promptly by 1:15pm.  If your child is not picked up on time, a $10 late fee will be charged and $5 for each additional five minutes late.  This is to be given to the staff member that stays with your child.

Medical Treatment Policies

8. Medication – GUMP only administers medication when directed in writing by a physician.  All medication must be in its original container with the child’s full name and dosage written on it.
Program Policies

9. Inclement Weather – I understand that programs are not available when school is closed due to inclement weather.  Please watch channel 5 for a list of closings. 
10. The church may be called to be an American Red Cross Shelter.  If this happens a decision will be made whether to operate the preschool or to close because of safety concerns for the children (too many people having access to the preschool).
11. I understand that the GUMP is not responsible for any personal items lost or stolen at our program.
12. It is GUMP’s policy to take the children outside each day except for days that it is raining or because of extreme cold or heat.  We ask that you choose your child’s clothing and shoes with care. Closed toed shoes are best for fun and safety on the playground.  Skirts are nice but must have shorts or tights underneath.  Low wasted pants are great at home but not preschool. Please make sure your child has a coat in winter.  We just want to put your child’s well being and safety first.
13. School Bags – On the first day of school, each new student will be given a red GUMP school bag.  Please put your child’s name on his/her bag with permanent marker.  We ask that your child bring their bag to school to transport work back and forth.  This way you do not need to purchase a backpack.  They will still need their own lunch box.  If a returning child needs a new bag, you may purchase a bag for $5.00.

14. Carpool –GUMP offers carpool for all of our 3 and 4 year old students.  Please walk in to pick up younger children.  After your child has been loaded in your car, please pull around the building to a parking space to finish buckling your child in.  We do not buckle or unbuckle children from the passenger side of the car.  If your child gets out on the driver’s side of the car, we are asking that you get your child out of the car and walk to a staff member on the sidewalk.  We do what is safe for the children 
and for the staff.

Garner United Methodist Sick Policy

It is the goal of Garner United Methodist Preschool to provide a safe and healthy environment for your child.  Even though we pride ourselves in adhering to proper hand washing and sanitizing procedures, germs are still spread.  With the help of parents keeping their sick children at home, we can help prevent the spread of even more germs and illnesses in our center.  Your child is considered to sick to attend school if they are displaying one of the following symptoms:  

1. Fever


5. Red eyes with discharge

2. Diarrhea


6. Nose with colored discharge that requires constant wiping.

3. Vomiting


7. Cannot participate in the daily activities of the program.

4. Undiagnosed rash


If your child develops any of these symptoms at school, you will be contacted and asked to pick up your child immediately.  Your child may return to school when he/she is symptom-free for at least 24 hours or has been on antibiotics for the appropriate time.   If your child has been seen by a doctor and is told he/she may return to school sooner than 24 hours, please provide a note from the doctor.

Refreshments and Lunch
15. Snack will be served each day.  If your child has any food allergies, please let us know.  Do not allow your child to bring snacks, gum, etc. unless he brings enough for everyone in his or her class.  Please send a healthy finger food lunch for your child.  If you are sending a lunchable that needs to have several things unwrapped and put together, please do this before sending it.  Example: hot dog or pizza lunchable.  We don’t mind lunchables but they take a lot of time to open and we have lots of children.  We are also not set up to heat things for the children’s lunches such as soup.  Please send juice rather than soda for your child’s lunch and provide everything that your child needs to go with their lunch-forks, spoons etc. We like to promote healthy lunches.  If you forget to send a drink, we will supply water.  As always, if you have any questions please ask your child’s teacher or any of our staff.  Please label everything.  Please come and have lunch with your child anytime but please do not bring fast food for you or your child.  If you would like to provide a birthday party for your child, please let us know.  Please check with your child’s teacher for the number of children you need to prepare for and children with food allergies..  We ask that you do not provide lunch as part of the birthday party.
Cell Phone Usage

16. Please do not use your cell phone in the preschool when picking up children.  Please do not use your cell phone when in the car-pool line.  Our first concern is always the safety of your child.
