    Be a leader.”  There has been something inside of me from a 
very early age telling me to be a leader.  I have to admit that there have 
been times when we played football out in the yard with 20 other guys 
from the neighborhood that I wanted to be the quarterback.  And then 
there were other times that I wanted to go and hide.  One of those times 
occurred in college in the last intramural basketball tournament that I 
played in.  It was the semifinals and it was coming down literally to the 
last shot.  One of my teammates stole the ball and we headed to the 
other end.  I immediately called for a time out (I had seen that done on 
TV---but other coaches not named Dean Smith).  When I did, the referee 
blew the whistle…and the other team let up.  My teammate who had the 
ball went and made a layup while the crowd was going wild.  It would 
have been the winning basket, but instead we had to take the ball out of 
bounds with three seconds left.  My teammates nearly killed me during 
the time out.   We spent most of the time arguing with each other until 
one of us reminded us that we had to take the last shot.  Who would 
take it?  I was certain that I could make the shot….I had made a long-
distance set shot at the end of the game in a prior game when we were 
20 points ahead.  But this was different.   I did not speak up….I was 
defeated in my mind because of making that terrible mistake of calling 
for an unnecessary time out.  Plus I figured that no one would actually 
give me the ball.  So, I passed it in instead. My teammate missed the 
shot badly.   
 
     Even though it happened some 30 years ago, and I am certain that 
everybody else has forgotten, I learned one of those life lessons that 
night:  if a similar situation arose again, I would endeavor to take 
leadership and do what I knew I could do.  Now, I cannot do everything.  
I still cannot dunk a basketball.  Even though I was well coached in 
baseball by Tom Langdon, I could only steal second base one time in 
my entire career (and he was out of town then!).  But there are things 
that I feel God has called me to do.  And I do not do it with any sense of 
pride or entitlement.   My calling is to be the best spiritual leader, the 
best compassionate leader, that I can be under the ultimate leadership 
of the Lord.   I know that I must submit my will to that of God’s will and 
that I will only be a leader when I am a follower of Christ.  I will step up to 
do what I feel I have been called to do.  I thank you for accepting me as 
your lead pastor—not to be a dictatorial leader, but to lead as God 
directs.

In fact, I have also reserved our flights (as we want 
to be back in church that Sunday after the trip).  I have paid for some things on 
the church credit card---and I’ve paid for some things on my own personal credit 
card.  That’s where the faith comes in.  You see, I have been to this Church and 
know how they do things, and appreciate their leadership so much, that I want 
my new staff to have a good and meaningful experience as well.  Now, such a 
venture doesn’t come cheap---and the truth is that there is no money in the 
budget for it.  But I got permission from the Finance Committee to help raise 
funding for the trip.  So, if you have ever been to a conference or a training 
session that was transformational, I would ask that you help me avail our staff of 
the opportunity to go and bring back some ideas that we can use to help us 
glorify God here at Garner.  We’ve started a Staff Development fund (the 
Finance folks call it a “900” fund because that is the accounting number that 
allows us to give designated giving for a particular purpose).  So, we can write a 
check to Garner UMC and designate it for Staff Development.  We need about 
$5000 to make this trip happen for seven of our staff members.  The book of 
James says “you have not because you ask not.”  I’m asking that you consider 
helping us out by making a contribution above your regular tithes and offerings

Safe Sanctuaries 

The Board of Trustees was presented a slightly revised edition of the Safe 
Sanctuaries policy of the Church.  The main thing is that we want to have a safe 
environment for our kids and youth at Garner UMC.  We will be re-training and 
reminding ourselves of the importance of this policy.  In addition, we are 
requiring that every “outside group” that uses our church be aware of the policy.  
Each leader of these groups will be given a copy of our Safe Sanctuaries policy 
and will be required to sign a statement stating that they will abide by these 
rules while using our buildings and grounds.  The intent is not to be so rigid that 
we cannot have important ministry that happens, but we can and we must do all 
that we can to prevent tragic circumstances from happening on our church 
property.  We can and we must be proactive to protect our children and our 
youth—and also the adults who volunteer for the church.  Such a policy is only 
as good as those of us who practice it.  For a while, you may hear the phrase 
“we have to abide by our Safe Sanctuaries policy,” but eventually it will become 
so ingrained in everything that we do that it will become like “second nature” to 
us.  While we are calling attention to this policy, which you may read on the 
website at www.garnerumc.org, we may make some folks a little anxious.  This 
policy is not aimed at anyone or any ministry.  It’s just the right and Christian 
thing to do---to love as Jesus first called us to love.  We want to be a place 
where we have hear Jesus say, “Let the children come to me.”
